Art, Dance, Drama and Music lessons at Key Stage 4, as with other
subjects in school, will begin at the start of Year 9 instead of Year 10.
This means that pupils in Year 8 will be choosing their examination
subjects and will start their examination work in Year 9. It is
exciting news for the Arts because pupils will have much more time
to develop their skills in the subjects they have chosen. We will
continue to plan theatre, concert and museum visits as part of our
Key Stage 3 curriculum and Year 9 pupils will be able to join us on
visits for either key stage so please watch out for details in our
magazines and in the Rochdale Observer.

The Creative and Expressive Arts (C.E.P.A.) Faculty staff are venturing
into another curriculum area this year. Seven CEPA staff will be
teaching a block of lessons to Year 7 pupils based around Creativity
and Literacy and we intend to develop pupils’ literacy skills and
positive attitudes to learning through our own arts subjects and
creative approaches to learning. We have named the lessons
C.A.L.L. (Creative and Literacy Learning) and will build on the excellent
foundations of the ACE programme before us. We hope Year 7
parents will work closely with us by supporting our efforts and
reading with the children at home. Reading at home will become
a large part of what happens in CALL. and parents are a very
important element of that.

There are also new starts in our clubs with intensive music taster
sessions in the first weeks of the new year, Arts Award Club for pupils
who want to achieve their Silver award, Film Club will introduce a
whole batch of new films and Radio Club will see new input so watch
out for the school website.

Our Community links will involve several faculties this year and
C.E.P.A. will coordinate the work. Families, parents and community
members will be invited to some learning sessions after school and
link primary schools will also be invited to join in some of those
session. One such session for primary pupils will be a Pantomime
taster workshop. Primary school staff will also be invited to INSET
led by various faculties and primary pupils will be invited to attend
lessons led by F.P. staff from Languages, |.C.T., Technology, Music,
Dance, Drama and Art. An information booklet for all our community
partners has been compiled so that people know what is being offered.
These are busy times and our NEW START is an exciting beginning
for ourselves and our relationships with our community.
